WASHINGTON — Atty.
Gen. Jeff Sessions repeat-
edly deniedTuesday that he
deliberatelymisled or lied to
Congress about the Trump
campaign’s multiple con-
tacts with Russia, saying he
forgot that two aides told
him about their meetings
with Russian government
officials during the 2016 race.

In an often-contentious
House Judiciary Committee
hearing, Sessions sparred
formorethanfivehourswith
Democrats, who faultedhim
for changing his story each
time he has testified under
oath before Congress, and
some Republicans, who
pushedhimtoappointasec-
ond special counsel to inves-
tigateHillaryClinton.

Sessions grew visibly an-
gry at times, insisting again
and again that he “always
told the truth” as he recalled
it, even as he confirmed for
the first time that anaide of-
fered tohelparrangeameet-
ing between Trump and
Russian President Vladimir
Putin. Sessions said he
“pushed back” against the
offer.

“In all of my testimony, I
can only do my best to an-
swerallofyourquestionsasI
understand them and to the
best ofmymemory,” he said.

“But Iwill not accept and
reject accusations that I
have ever lied,” he added.
“That is a lie.”

The hearing was the lat-
est signofhowlastyear’sbit-
ter presidential campaign
has yet to recede. Harsh
questions about the Demo-
cratic nominee’s purported
misdeeds collided with na-
tional security concerns

about whether President
Trump’s current or former
aides helped Russiameddle
in an American election —
the focusof a special counsel
investigation led by former
FBI Director Robert S.
Mueller III.

Sessions held firm
against Republicans who
pressed him to swiftly ap-
point another special coun-
sel to focus onClinton.

Seniorprosecutorsat the
JusticeDepartmentwerere-
viewing the record and it
would “be done without po-
litical influence,” he said.

After Rep. Jim Jordan
(R-Ohio) laid out a long list
of allegations thathesaid in-
dicated wrongdoing, Ses-
sions responded sharply. “I
would say ‘looks like’ is not
enough basis to appoint a
special counsel,” he said.

Rep. John Conyers Jr. of
Michigan, the House com-
mittee’s top Democrat, said
the allegations against Clin-
ton — which chiefly involve
her use of a private email
server as secretary of State,

fundraising for the Clinton
Foundation, and an Obama
administration decision in
2010 to approve sales of ura-
nium to a Russian company
— have been “carefully ex-
amined and completely de-
bunked.” He added that the
threat of jailing political op-
ponents after an election is
something that would hap-
pen in “abanana republic.”

The often testy back-
and-forth on Russia largely
echoed Sessions’ three pre-
vious appearances on Capi-
tol Hill this year, creating
more heat than light as law-
makers confronted Sessions
with his previous state-
ments and other evidence
thatcontradictedhisclaims,
and the attorney general re-
sponded dozens of times
that hedidnot recall.

“I have been asked to re-
member details from a year
ago, such as who I saw on
what day, in what meeting,
andwhosaidwhatwhen,”he
said.

He blamed his faulty
memory on the political and

organizationalmaelstromof
Trump’s insurgent presi-
dential campaign. The four-
term senator fromAlabama
joinedTrump’s side early on
and became his top foreign
policy advisor.

“It was a brilliant cam-
paign in many ways,” he
said. “But it was a form of
chaos every day from Day
One. We traveled all the
time, sometimes to several
places in one day. Sleep was
in short supply.”

Sessions recused himself
from overseeing Mueller’s
investigation in March be-
cause of his role as Trump’s
campaign advisor — and he
said in January that he
shouldn’t supervise a Clin-
ton investigation for the
same reason.

In the House hearing, he
had to again revise his an-
swers about his own meet-
ings with Russia’s then-am-
bassador in Washington, as
well as what he knew about
other campaignaides’meet-
ings with Russians in Lon-
donandMoscow.

During his Senate confir-
mation hearing in January,
Sessions denied that he had
metanyRussiansduringthe
campaign.

It later emerged that he
hadmetthreetimeswiththe
Russian ambassador, in-
cluding once in his Senate
office forabout50minutesto
discuss Ukraine and other
issues.

He said he stood by his
initial denial because he
thought he was being asked
about improper contacts,
and that his meetings with
the Russian ambassador
werenot improper.

Last month, Sessions
told another Senate hearing
that hewas not aware of any
campaign aides who might
have met with Russian offi-
cials, repeating a claim he
hadpreviouslymadetoCon-
gress.

On Oct. 30, however,
court papers in the criminal
case against George Pa-
padopoulos, a campaign for-
eign policy aide, said that he
bragged about his Russian
connections at a meeting
with Trump, Sessions and
other aides at the Trump
Hotel inWashington.

According to the court
documents, Papadopoulos
offered tohelpsetupameet-
ing between Trump and
Putin — and that Sessions
quickly shut down the dis-
cussion.

“I pushed back, I would
say it that way,” Sessions
said Tuesday, saying he only
rememberedthe incidentaf-
ter reading news reports
aboutPapadopoulos.

“Ibelieve that Iwanted to
make clear to him that he
was not authorized to repre-
sent the campaign with the
Russian government, or any
other foreign government,
for thatmatter,” he said.

Another campaign aide,
Carter Page, told the House
Intelligence Committee this
month that he had told Ses-
sions after aCapitolHill din-

ner of his plans to visit Mos-
cow. Sessions said Tuesday
that he didn’t remember
Page informing him, but did
not dispute that he had —
and that it did not establish
wrongdoing.

“Am I supposed to stop
himfromtakingatrip?”Ses-
sions asked. Page told the
Intelligence Committee that
he had a private discussion
with one of Russia’s deputy
primeministers and several
lawmakers while he was in
Moscow.

Rep. Ted Deutch (D-
Fla.) repeatedly asked Ses-
sions whether Trump had
the authority to pardon any-
one potentially caught up in
the Russia investigation, in-
cluding members of the
president’s family, former
campaign aides and current
WhiteHouseadvisors.

“I believe the president
has the power to pardon, no
doubt about that,” Sessions
said. Pressed to explain, he
added, “The attorney gen-
eral should not be giving le-
gal opinions from the seat of
his britches.”

So far, Trump’s former
campaign manager, Paul
Manafort, and his top depu-
ty have been charged with
fraud, conspiracy and mon-
ey laundering. A third cam-
paign aide, Papadopoulos,
haspleadedguilty to lying to
the FBI. Other indictments
are expected.

ThoughtheRussia inves-
tigation dominated the
hearing, Sessions also faced
questions about other con-
troversies at the Justice De-
partment.

Hedefendedvoter identi-
fication laws and tough new
sentencing policies that
some say have been wielded
farmore harshly against Af-
rican Americans accused of
drugoffenses.
